The Catalina Coffee & Cookie Company received 99 votes for the Best Taste of Dessert with
an original yogurt flavor from their new frozen yogurt bar. Participants chose their own
toppings, ranging from various chocolate toppings to assorted fresh fruit. A close race, second
and third place went to Ristorante Villa Portofino and Lloyds of Avalon, respectively.
